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ABOUT THE INSTITUTION

Aims & objectives behind the formation & foundation of the institute :-

Highly inspired by Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, West Khandesh Dalit Shikshan
Prasarak Mandal, Depour, Dhule was established in 1939.

The institute began its work with a boarding house (hostel) for the backward class
students. Impressed by the functioning of Adv. Raosaheb Ashok Nile, Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar along with Dr. P.T.Borale (Former Mayor of Bombay) and Smt. Shantabai Dani
the then Principal of Siddharth Law college, Bombay shouldered the responsibility of this
institution to him in 1959.

Hostels & Buildings of the Institution. :-

The journey of the institute started from a shed of tin transfered into the building for
students hostel worth 5 lac in 1963. Since then there has been no looking back. Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar student's Hostel, Sanghmitra Chhatralaya, Milind Chhatralaya,
Nandurbar, Nalanda Girl's Hostel, Dhule, Savitribai Phule Girls' Hostel (1979) etc. are the
best examples of the fact.

Different branches of the institue in the educational sphere :-

1. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Highschool, Deopur, Dhule was started in 1964.

2. Mahatma Jyotiba Phule Highschool Nandurbar, was started in 1964.

3. St.Kabir Highschool, Vikroli, Tagore Nagar, Bombay (West) was started in 1981.

4. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Primary School & Balmandir (Kindergarten), Dhule were
started on non-grant basis in 1978-79 for the slum dwellers without charging any fees.

5. In 1975 Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Memorial College of Law was started on non-grant
basis considering the district's need of legal education. 3 year course was stared from
1984. The diploma courses i.e. Diploma in Labour Law and Labour Welfare and
Diploma in Taxation Law were also started. The students from the rural area have been
facilitated with quality education.

6. Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar Junior College, Dhule was started in 1988.

Without any grants from the government the institute constructed a building from
the loan taken from Union Bank of India and Bank of Maharashtra. Rs. 10 Lac. was quite a
big amount in those days. But it was the immense-urge of uplifting poor, tribal and socially
backward students. Adv. Nilay knew that only education could enrich them. And thus this
great soul with great devotion started this social reform. To this was the valuable support
from Late. Shri Nanasaheb Uttamrao Patil (the then Vice-Chairman). Indeed other
dignitaries & intellectuals lent their helping hands. Thus this institution has bloomed and is
heavily loaded with fruits.

The present Chairman of the Institution Dadasaheb Mahendraji Nile has been
working very hard to keep the impressions of the footprints of the institute in
Khandesh.Members of the Management Council and the Principal Mr. V. Y. Bahiram along
with colleagues have been ushering discipline and quality education. The hard work of each
of the leaf of the tree of the institution and the best wishes from the people will certainly take
the institue to the commanding position in the educatoinal field.

The first
line of the Preamble says, "We, the
People of India." This means that the
people hold the power. However, despite
poor politics in the country, we the
people are also responsible for the
situation.

One of the biggest challenges to
the Constitution today is our religiously
polarized society. This has become a
major issue because many politicians are
now being elected based on religion, not
on their work or values. On one hand, we

proudly say that India is a secular
country. But on the other hand,
politicians keep bringing up religion in
debates and elections. Isn't that a
contradiction?

Secondly, the government
announces many schemes that could help
common people, but what about
employment? They rarely talk about
creating jobs. Many of these schemes
seem to be election strategies, promises
made just to win a large number of seats
in different constituencies.

We often say that India is one of
the biggest economies in the world. But
then ask yourself this: Why is poverty
still increasing every day? If our policies
are truly good and aimed at building the
nation, then why haven’t we been able to
compete with countries like the USA or
Chinayet?

Thirdly, casteism is one of the
most meaningless and harmful issues we
still face today. We may have gained
freedom from British rule, but we are still
trapped under the influence of caste.

When we go to the polling booth
to choose a leader, we often don’t look at
their qualifications. We don’t ask
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whether the person is educated or
whether they can run the country
properly. Instead, we focus on whether
the candidate belongs to our own caste or
community.

This mind-set has existed since
the beginning of elections in our country.
So it’s fair to ask: Did our freedom
fighters sacrifice so much just to see
educated people behaving in such
backward ways?

Coming back to the main point I
started with — "We, the People of India"
we must understand that we are
responsible for many of the issues we
face today. Because most of us are still
unaware of our rights, and this lack of
awareness allows our representatives to
take advantage of us.

We often believe what they show
us, without trying to look deeper and
understand the reality behind their words
and promises.

It's time for us, the people, to truly
understand the goals and values written
in our Constitution, the rights and duties
of every citizen, and the powers and
responsibilities of the government. But
sadly, what we do often goes against
what the Constitution stands for.

Solving these issues is crucial for
India’s future growth and stability,
ensuring that all sections of society can

benefit from the nation’s economic and
social progress.

On 26th November 2024, India
marked a historic milestone by
celebrating the 75th anniversary of the
adoption of the Constitution. The theme
was “Hamara Samvidhan, Hamara
Swabhiman” -“Our Constitution, Our
Pride.”

But if we truly see the
Constitution as our pride, then we must
study it properly.
